Congratulations! You have solved the Great Map Mystery and have discovered the state you traveled to. After researching your state using the internet, you must now create a map using “Neighborhood Map Machine”. On your map, you must have:

· at least 4 houses

· a downtown area including at least 4 of the structures available

· a park

· appropriate vegetation

To do this, you must open the “Neighborhood Map Machine” software and click on the button that says “create new map”. From there, you simply click on the icons of what you want to build and being building your map. When your work is complete, make a printout of the map by clicking on the “print” option. Have fun!

Keep in mind the characteristics of your state. If the city you had traveled to was a smaller city, make sure to make your city on Neighborhood Map Machine less populated.  If your city is in a desert, it’s probably not going to have much grass or water.
